In Case You Missed It-Women, Dress & Fashion 1890—1940

Karen Anderson, our Chapter President, gave a presentation about women's fashion
at our Branch Meeting on May 21st.

She said that clothes in this period showed how women fit into society. Fashionable
dress was primarily for affluent, urban women who were
not supposed to work. Women who worked wore
uniforms which marked their station within society.

Fashion was often impractical at the end of the
nineteenth century such as the Gibson Girls with her tiny
waists, big hats and forty pounds of petticoats. Women
were clad in immobility. Maternity corsets lead to high
rates of maternal and infant mortality. Continuing the

- /J trend into the early twentieth century women
wore “hobble skirts” that restricted their ability to
walk.

The 1920s saw women's fashion become less
restrictive as a woman'’s right to vote became
law. But women were viewed as threats as they
fought for their rights. Activist women were
viewed as un-American and seditious.

Attractiveness became a measure of a
woman's worth in advertisements. Older women were viewed as less desirable (“fossils vs.
flappers”) and women were encouraged to compete for men's favors. Women's bodies
were considered un-clean as demonstrated in ads that encouraged women to use Lysol
as a douche so they would not lose their husbands to a younger “working” woman.

Poor, minority and migrant women sewed their clothes and those of their children.
They were expected to blend into white society by straightening their hair and whitening
their skin.

During the depression years of the 1930s, fashion was a fantasy played out in movies
and women aspired to look like a movie star, while frying to feed their families. FDRs New
Deal did not offer jobs to women and social programs to provide a safety net were
inadequate. World War Il ended the depression and Rosie the Riveter became a symbol
for women'’s strength.

Karen's presentation corresponded to an exhibit at the Harbor History Museum. Those
in attendance at the Branch Meeting were treated to free admission to the exhibit after
the meeting.
